
SELECTMEN’S AGENDA FOR 24 OCTOBER 2016 

Mike Bascom came in to meet with Selectmen to give update on Transfer Station.  Requesting 

additional signage and brought up issue of disposing of electronics.  Will look into whether we 

can take some E waste that is not hazardous.  NHDES has asked for an operating and a closure 

plan for operating the Transfer Station on a daily basis.  Also needed a contingency plan for the 

future of the Transfer Station is we needed to close that the facility.  Firewood that is donated to 

the facility has to be clean wood. 

Chris Cote presented a proposal to do an exploratory run on 30 October, 11am - 2pm, of Mack 

Hill Rd and request permission to travel on a Class VI section of Baine Road in order to come 

up with the mileage to be eligible for grant aid from the State.  Selectmen granted permission. 

Reviewed deposits and signed check manifest for $7,188.29. 

Bob Allen has been informed by a Gilsum Selectman that they have contracted with DiLuzio 

for their ambulance service.  DiLuzio will do their own billing.   

Reviewed CNP response to request for information on Fairpoint appeal.  The court decided that 

taxing of Rights of Way (ROW) is not allowed unless the Town is licensed to do so.  For 2016 

in order not to delay the issue of the tax bills, the Selectmen agreed not to tax ROW for the 

fiscal year 2016.   

Mr. Cartwright came in and introduced himself, he is running for Cheshire County 

Commissioner.   

Gilsum Board of Selectmen requested a copy of the letter we sent regarding the Silvio Conte 

Wildlife Refuge.  Board agreed to send a copy. 

Reviewed Marlow Hill construction projected cash flow.  Discussed procedure for getting 

reimbursement from FEMA.

Reviewed revised revenue estimates. 

Board updated on progress in change in tax software. 

Discussed moving forward putting tax maps and tax cards online.  Concerns were raised as to 

protecting the privacy of putting property details on line.
